Practicum Requirements

During the course of the master’s training, it is expected that each student will have the opportunity to do at least one of the following:

1. Write a manuscript for submission to a scientific journal

2. Write a proposal for research funding

When the student is planning to write one of the above documents, he/she should contact the practicum director to make arrangements for completing the writing practicum during the preparation of the manuscript or grant proposal.  The purpose of the practicum is to provide the student with mentoring that is specifically focused on writing skills as opposed to the scientific aspects of the manuscript or research project.  The student should plan to meet with the practicum director prior to beginning to write the manuscript or grant proposal, and several times during the writing process.  The faculty will provide critique and guidance in the writing process, and multiple drafts and revisions may be needed before the document is finalized.
